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In Latin America, Social policies and society at large have delegated the responsability of the upbringing and socialization of their children and young people to the family.

Two situations need to be analyzed here:

· family configurations that differ from others are still considered "strange" and are socially excluded (specially, poor families)

· the affective bonds that are not ties of kinship do not seem to be trustworthy

In view of the above we are developing strategies to work with the social network approach, that we have named bonding strategies. They tend mainly to strengthen social bonds, promoting community resources restoration, as a way of recovering social modalities that can be used to solve situations that are perceived as problems.

This allows for the construction of diverse scenarios, depending on the actors, the narratives and the problems. 

From this perspective, the scenarios are built during a mapping process, mapping of the territory as it is discovered, including different voices and objects that become relevant, broadening the horizon of meanings permanently, while constructing them jointly. 

I´ll introduce a story.  To illustrate it, I will show you how we mapped it during different periods in six years, and this will help us focus on the historical dimension and current ties that make the production, support and development of people and communities possible.
